General Stages of Discipleship

1. Hang out with Jesus to get to know Him.

2. Take it up a notch and be willing to follow
Him at some level of personal cost —
put Him above home, work, and even family.

3. Serve Jesus’ gospel-proclaiming, disciple-making,
Kingdom displaying, self-sacrificing, God-pleasing
mission as your own.
